1.	 Be on the Alert
How do we stay on the alert?

We must guard against erosion.
We must fight the tendency to become passive.

2.	 Stand Firm in the Faith
How do we stand firm in the faith?

We must simplify our lives.
We must start taking God seriously.

3.	 Act Like an Adult
How do we act like adults?

We must consider ourselves managers rather than lone rangers.
We must cultivate the heart of a servant.

4.	 Be Strong
How do we become and remain strong?

We must strengthen our muscles of determination.
We must reaffirm our life commitments.

Surviving our times requires us to guard against erosion, fight the tendency to become 
passive, simplify our lives, take God seriously, consider ourselves managers rather than 
lone rangers, cultivate the heart of a servant, strengthen our muscles of determination, 
and reaffirm our life commitments.
